Homework / Participation / Preparation

Homework is to be used for practice and is generally not graded for mastery but they ARE graded for completion and effort (I will let students know when there are homework assignments graded on mastery).  However, those who do not do the homework, generally struggle on the quizzes.
Late Work

Homework:  Late homework up from 1-6 days late will be graded for full credit.  Late homework from 7-13 days late will be graded for 75% credit.  Any work that is 2 or more weeks late will not be accepted (unless there are extreme circumstances).  
Papers/Projects:  1-6 days late for 75% credit.  7+ days late for 50% credit.
Absent ?
In cases of absence, it is the student’s responsibility to get any make up work, notes, or materials.  Check the absent board, and then if you have questions, find time to ask me. For every day absent, you will receive one school day to complete any assignment for full credit (per school policy).  When finished, these assignments should be turned in immediately and the word ABSENT should appear at the top with the date you were absent. You can always check our classroom website to see what you missed.  In the case that you miss a quiz or test, you will take it the day you return.

Extra Credit is not available, so please do not ask.

Studies show that those who read on their own time are happier and smarter people.  It is a GREAT habit to get into.  So, it is very important that our students get into the habit of reading every day for at least 10-15 minutes outside of school.    Each Trimester will have a different task so that students can demonstrate their Independent Reading.

Feel free to contact me ANY TIME to discuss student performance and/or behavior!  E-mail is my favorite form of contact, because I can return/check e-mail more frequently. You may call my classroom phone, and I will return the call at my earliest opportunity.  You may also opt to receive personal text messages from me (different from Remind messages).  I can send these via e-mail by using SMS.  This will allow me to text you individually, and your response will go to my e-mail address.  This will NOT go to my personal cell phone.
Grammar

Learning grammar will be a task that we take on throughout the school year.  Each month, we will cover a different part of speech.  There will be an online video tutorial, a practice assignment, and a quiz.  There will also be times in class to work on the assignment and ask question.  At the end of each Trimester, there will be a review quiz over all parts of speech we learned.

Reading Project

Each Trimester, there will be a different reading project assigned to the students.  This will involve a certain amount of reading and a project.  There will be little to no class time to work on these; they are considered homework.  The due date and assignment guidelines will be given out at least 6 weeks before the due date.
Word of the Week

Each week throughout the year, we will focus on learning a ‘Word of the Week’ (WOTW).  This could be a term we are learning, a commonly misused word, or just something I find cool.  There will be a sheet you work on each day with the work, and you can use these on the end of Trimester test.
